In your last email, you said that you were asked to give a speech for English Language Society members about Road Safety. I understand that it can be nerve-wrecking. I have been giving speeches at school too, but I have learnt how to calm the butterflies in my stomach.
	First of all, you have to plan your talk. You must organise your talk according to your message and focus on it .Your speech should fit within the time limit. Studies show that an audience can only remember three or four points that you present in a speech, so keep your speech short.
	During your speech, show some enthusiasm and energy. The audience will not be interested in your speech if you present it in a dull manner. As much as possible, face your audience. If you need to see your slides, you could either look at the overhead projector in front of you or at the screen on the computer running your presentation. It is rude to turn your back to audience. It shows that you’re speaking to the screen or the wall. Besides that, it will be difficult for your audience to hear you.
	Make sure you speak loud enough to be heard by the entire audience, even those in the back row. Also, remember not to fidget nervously in front of your audience. Make sure you answer them as concisely and briefly as possible. If you are not sure of the answer, you can always tell the audience you do not know.
	Finally, avoid the ‘private question and answer session’ with members in front rows only. Make sure everyone in the audience knows what the question is and repeat it if necessary. They should be able to hear and understand the answer too.
